Conflict of Interest Code for Senators, section 17 and subsection 18(3):
Prohibition: gifts and other benefits

17. (1) Neither a Senator, nor a family member, shall accept, directly or indirectly, any gift or other benefit, except compensation authorized by law, that could reasonably be considered to relate to the Senator’s position.

Exception

(2) A Senator, and a family member, may, however, accept gifts or other benefits received as a normal expression of courtesy or protocol, or within the customary standards of hospitality that normally accompany the Senator’s position.

Statement: gift or other benefit

(3) If a gift or other benefit that is accepted under subsection (2) by a Senator or his or her family members exceeds $500 in value, or if the total value of all such gifts or benefits received from one source in a 12-month period exceeds $500, the Senator shall, within 30 days after the gift or benefit is received or after that total value is exceeded, as the case may be, file with the Senate Ethics Officer a statement disclosing the nature and value of the gifts or other benefits, their source and the circumstances under which they were given.

         Duplication

         18. (3) Any disclosure made in relation to sponsored travel does not need to be disclosed as a gift or other benefit.

(2)   Family members are spouses, common-law partners and dependent children.  More precisely, “spouse” means a person to whom a Senator is married but does not include a person from whom the Senator is separated where all support obligations and family property have been dealt with by a separation agreement or by a court order.  “Common-law partner” means a person who is cohabiting with a Senator in a conjugal relationship, having so cohabited for at least one year.  “Child” means a child of a Senator, of a Senator’s spouse or common-law partner, or a person whom a Senator treats as a child of the family, who has not reached the age of 18 years, or has reached that age but is primarily dependent on a Senator or a Senator’s spouse or common-law partner for financial support.
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
